Once they are
registered with the City, they are issued an ID
Badge that includes their business license
number, their name, company name and
contact information, and a photo of the
person. If a solicitor comes to your door and
they do not have a badge, please refer them
to the City.

If you have problems with a solicitor, please
notify the Davis County Sheriff’s Department
via their Non-Emergency Phone Number:
801-444-2280. The City notifies the Davis
County Sheriff’'s Department after each solici-
tor has registered. If you have questions
regarding business licenses, please contact
the City Office. If you have a “NO
SOLICITING” sign, it MUST be honored.
